WILDFIRE KNOWS NO 
SEASON 
5 ESCAPED BURNS IN MAY 
 
Coos Forest Protective Association 
(CFPA) has responded to 5 escaped 
debris burns so far this May. Most 
debris burns escape control because 

they were left unattended or an 
adequate clearing had not been 
provided above or around the burn 
area.  Conditions are changing, 
winter rains are transitioning to 
sunny spring days. Fuel conditions 
around your burn site can be 
deceiving, appearing green and 
lush, hiding a fine dead fuel layer 
that is ready to burn. A change in 
the wind direction or a burn left 
unattended for even a short period 
could prove disastrous.  There are 
still opportunities to dispose of 
debris accumulations safely before 
the official start of fire season. 
Taking this material to a transfer 
site, composting or chipping are 
great options. 
  
If burning is your chosen option, 
here are some things to consider 
before you strike that match: 

¶ You may need a burn permit. 
CFPA does not require a permit for 
small debris piles outside of fire 
season, but most cities and some 
rural fire departments do. 

¶ It is only legal to dry burn 
wood and paper. Burning 
petroleum products and anything 
that causes dense, noxious smoke 
can lead to a visit from Department 
of Environmental Quality. 

¶ Before you burn, clear around 
your burn area; have firefighting 
tools and a charged water hose 
immediately available. Stay with 
your burn until it is out. 

¶ Know the weather forecast. A 
foggy morning may turn into a 
windy afternoon, and as we have 
seen recently, temperatures may be 
in the 50s one day and the 90s the 
next day. 

¶ Is your pile safe to burn? If you 
follow safe burning guidelines, 
hand piles can be burned safely. If 
you contact CFPA, they will come 
out and check your burn for safety 
at no charge. 

¶ If your burn causes a fire, you 
can be billed for extinguishing it. 
You may also be responsible for 
any damages the fire causes.

CURRY EMPLOYMENT

Curry County payroll employment 
rose by 90 jobs over the month. 
Leisure and hospitality also 
accounted for most of the gain, up 
by 40 jobs. Health care 
employment had an estimated 
increase of 20 while small 
increases were also tallied in 
construction, retail trade, financial 
activities, and professional and 
business services.  
 
Over the year, Curry County 
payroll employment rose by 60 
jobs, a gain of 1.0 percent. Leisure 
and hospitality (+70) and local 
government (+50) accounted for 
most of the increase. Construction 
and financial activities each gained 
20 jobs since April 2015. On the 
other hand, job counts slipped in 
professional and business services 
(-50), private educational and 
health services (-30), and wood 
product manufacturing (-10).
